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ANTECEDENTS: 

In February 2002, Jerome C. Glenn, Executive Director of the Millennium Project introduce to the Planning Committee the human security subject, as an important issue to investigate. 

Our Latin American Node carries out during 2002 a research and  preliminary investigation on the subject. During the research, the existence of the recently created UN Human Security Commission (HSCUNO) is noticed, and its first concepts are analyzed. 

Latin American Node sketches new ideas and scopes on the mentioned subject, which are presented in Congresses, Seminars and Conferences, with very good acceptance. 

In the Millennium Project Planning Committee Meeting held on February 2003, our Latin American Node reports the first advances, and it assumes, on behalf of the Committee, the performance of an investigation based on Latin America. 

OBJECTIVES AND STEPS OF THIS INVESTIGATION: 

For this investigation two clear and gather objectives arose for our organization EyE-Scenarios and Strategy. These objectives generated the spirit of the convocation done. The objectives were: 

a) Related to the Millennium Project: 

HUMAN SECURITY: human security concepts, indicators, study of causes of conflicts and a group of integrated strategies for the achievement of appropriate levels of HS and for the solution and prevention of conflicts. 

b) Related to the Latin American Net of Prospective Studies (EyE is the representative Organization  in Argentina): 

· First tract: HUMAN SECURITY: human security concepts, indicators, study of causes of conflicts and a group of integrated strategies for the achievement of appropriate levels of HS and for the solution and prevention of conflicts (same objective of the MP) 

· Second tract: HS diagnostic in Latin America. Trends and future scenarios through 2025. Risks and opportunities. Noxious effects of the bankruptcy or weaknesses in HS. Political and strategies suggested. (Foreseen their beginning during 2004) 

The material objectives of our investigation were outlined. In both, the first tract is common, therefore, it was attended during this investigation. Based on this objectives, the First Round was carried out using the Delphi Method. 

The First Round had the contribution of 77 participants of different countries of Latin America. Their results allowed: 

To compare and to evaluate the concepts, definitions and fields of study proposed by HSCUNO and EyE 

To consolidate: 

· a definition of HS; 

· a listing of analysis or investigation fields within the general concept of HS (each concept scope properly defined); 

· a first listing of variables and indicators; 

· a first listing of policies, strategies and actions. 

After the first Round results were analyzed, the need of carrying out a Second Round arose, with the following objectives: 

· To define the variables and fundamental indicators for the analysis and diagnostic in Human Security with the biggest possible precision. 

· To determine an evaluated listing of the politics, strategies and fundamental actions for Human Security 

· To mobilize the individuals and the societies in looking for their rights in terms of HS, and for our responsibility for their achievement and support, as an attached objective. 

From the Second Round we’ve received 57 answers from diverse places of Latin America. It results allowed: 

· To consolidate a first list (not exclusive) of variables and indicators of each field of analysis of HS, evaluated by diverse parameters. 

· To consolidate a first list (not exclusive) of politics, strategies and properly evaluated and valorized actions, for the achievement of appropriate levels of HS. 

In the next pages, we offer an that attempts, in a few pages, to summarize the most important results in this investigation. Following the Executive Summary we include detailed information.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The nucleus of this report: 

We recognize the work developed on HS by the HSCUNO was an outstanding contribution to guide our Investigation. It proposals allowed us to find out ideas and concepts with a more extended scope than those developed by HSCUNO. The different approach don’t mean opposition in the vital importance that we all assign to the issue. 

The differences between the scopes proposed by the HSCUNO and those proposed by us can be summarized in the following way: 

· The HSCUNO focused on big catastrophes, naturals or not, included war cases of diverse scopes. On the other hand, our vision is focused to the design of a “normative scenario”, or wanted future. 

· The HSCUNO centers its focus in the preservation of  life. Ours, not only embraces the life, but the person's development and its quality of life. 

At the same time, our focus are willing: 

· To create a general and integral conscience on the issue; 

· To generate a new one “technical vision” of the planning processes and decision making, due to the need of complete analysis that comes out from these studies; 

· To generate a kind of “political evaluation matrix” of the societies about their leaders that allows, with some precision, to carry out a “control of public management” 

· To generate fundamental consents for the coexistence and  harmony within the societies

1. Human Security Definition 

Human security is: 

“the set of circumstances and conditions that offer the organizational and functional environment, social, political, economic, cultural and natural, sustainable in which each individual can develop him / herself, to grow, to live with quality, to procreate in accordance with the willing demographic growth, to pursue and to achieve his / her goals in balance with that environment. This environment allows him / her the fully exercise of  freedom with responsibility, and it grants him /her the possibility to be him / herself, and at the same time to belong harmoniously to a integrated society to the world.”  

2. Fields of analysis of HS 

With the definition of HS, we define Fields of Study and their main Variables and indicators. For more details, see  Section I and  Appendix 01. 
As you can see, in a strongly systemic vision we have defined eight main fields of analysis, a field of “counter-lending” of the individual 

(freedom with responsibility) and a critical field of potential threat (manipulation of information). 

In this Executive Summary there are not details of indicators for each variable, neither several arisen concepts of the analysis that can be found in the complete final report. 

2.1. Environmental security, is understood as the balance among the actions that the human beings carry out against the environment and how they use the natural resources and vice versa, linking the diagnosis on the present with the objectives on the future.

2.4. It includes the sustained trend to achieve a sustainable development, over the economic growth, and the right and respect to private property and the exercise of their skills in freedom.

However, this task has not concluded. What we present in this report, constitutes the results obtained so far, but we notice that the magnitude and complexity of the Human Security and their fields, needs deepen evaluations to constitute a strong standard pattern. 

For that, we intend, during 2004, to continue this interesting process in the following investigation lines, and with the general objectives that are described: 

Investigation lines 

a) to Continue deepening the determination of variables and indicators of each Human Security field of analysis. 

We seek to achieve: 

· Indicators for each Variable of each Field of Study and Human Security analysis, perfectly defined and selected. 

· Complete and evaluate policies, strategies and fundamental actions to achieve Human Security appropriate levels. 

· Introduce these points of view in the societies and generate a wide and constructive debate on this issue. 

b) to Analyze the functional and operative link between this Human Security outline and the MP 15 global challenges 

We seek to obtain a synthesis and a strategic and operative symbiosis between HS and the MP 15 global challenges 
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
